[image: image3.emf]Amidst the gently rolling hills along the Ohio River, Cincinnati and its environs spread from the southwestern corner of Ohio into Northern Kentucky and southeastern Indiana. The city is located about mid-point on the shoreline of the 981-mile long Ohio River.  The community was once the location of Fort Washington, which provided military protection for the surrounding territories.  In 1790, General Arthur St. Clair, Commander of Fort Washington, renamed it Cincinnati in honor of the Society of Cincinnati, an hereditary organization dating back to Revolutionary War officers. That Society, in turn was named after an ancient Roman, Lucius Quinctius Cincinnatus, who left his farm to accept a term as Roman Consul and assumed lawful dictatorial control of Rome to meet a war emergency. When the battle was won, he returned power to the Senate and went back to plowing his fields. The Society of Cincinnati’s motto reflects that ethic of selfless service: Omnia reliquit servare rempublicam ("He relinquished everything to save the Republic")
Our Reunion excursions will give you the opportunity to experience this wonderful city and provide an unforgettable visit to Cincinnati. 
Hotel Information
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The reunion officially begins on Wednesday, April 24 and ends on Sunday, April 28.   We will be staying at the full-service Radisson Hotel Cincinnati Riverfront located at 668 West 5th St., Covington, KY  41011.  The hotel is located close to MainStrasse Village, with many Germanesque restaurants and shops, and one of the area’s most popular attractions.  Cincinnati itself is a short taxi or Uber ride across the Ohio River.  There is a magnificent view of the city and area from a rotating restaurant atop the hotel especially in the evening as the city’s lights come on.  
The room rate is just $129.00 plus tax (or approx. $144.00) per night for single and double occupancy.  A complimentary breakfast will be available.  For those of you who choose to arrive early or stay late, the same room rate is available three days prior and three days after, based on availability.  Please make your hotel reservations NOW. Call the hotel directly between 9-4 EST at 859-491-1200 and ask for “in-house reservations” for the smoothest booking experience. Please reference the USS Muliphen/USS Capricornus Reunion Group Block Code “1904USSMUL” to assure you are associated with the group.  You may request specific room types when you call to make your reservations. The hotel check-in time is 3:00pm.  Please, do not expect to get into your room before then.  Make your reservations NOW, you may cancel your hotel room up to 24 hours prior to arrival and not be charged. The hotel is holding rooms until they sell out or March 25, 2019, whichever comes first
Airport Transportation & Parking

If you are flying to the reunion, the Cincinnati/Northern Kentucky International Airport (CVG) is the closest to the hotel.  Call the hotel for directions.  For those of you driving to the reunion, self-parking is complimentary next to the hotel.

What is the Silent Auction/raffle?
